The Mexika calendar system consists of 18 months of 20 days, and a 19th month of 5 days known as Nemontemi. This gives us a solar count
(Xiupowalli) of 365 days. Every four years, the final day of Nemontemi is repeated, to adjust for the “leap year.” On the chart below, the 18 months
are listed along the top from left to right, starting with Tlakaxipewaliztli and ending with Nemontemi. The 20 days can be found on the left hand
column. There are four different year bearers in the Mexika calendar (shown below), and each of these years begin with a different day sign (as is
illustrated on plate 27 of the Codex Borgia.) The year bearer for this year is Tochtli (Rabbit), so each month begins on the day Kozkakuauhtli. Each
calendar day is identified by both a day sign and a repeating set of numbers from 1 — 13, giving us days such as 1 Zipaktli, 2 Ehekatl, 3 Kalli, and so
on. Example: April 12 is the day 11 Tekpatl, of the month Tozoztontli. All days for all years begin at sunrise. It should be noted that the number of
the first and last day sign of every year will also match the number of the year bearer. Example: The year 2 Tochtli will begin on the day 2
Kozkakuauhtli and end on 2 Xochitl, leading us into the year 3 Akatl, which will begin on the day 3 Zipaktli and end on the day 3 Koatl.
